The Content + Intent Documentary Institute will guide approximately eight filmmakers and advanced film students through the development of outreach plans for their film projects. Linking the documentaries-in-progress to organizations committed to progressive social change will be a key component of the Institute. Participants will create an audience engagement plan for their films, identify community partners, and develop support materials, including effective timelines, budgets, and implementation strategies. Working Films will offer insight on the development of websites, fundraising tactics and press strategies.

Filmmakers accepted to participate in the Institute must submit a $500 enrollment fee to attend. (Scholarships are available.) The enrollment fee covers housing costs and some meals. Attendees will reside in MASS MoCA’s artist housing, which is within walking distance of the training site. Participants must also cover the cost of their travel. 

The deadline for submission of this application is Wednesday, January 28, 2009. We will announce selected attendees by Friday February 6, 2008.

Description. Please describe your work-in-progress in 100 words or less. 

Status. Where are you in the production timeline: pre-production, production, post-production? Do you have a distribution plan in place for the film? 

Outreach plans for the submitted work. What are your plans for outreach or audience engagement for the work you are submitting for the residency? Which communities do you think will be most interested in your film? Think about the social, economic, environmental and/or racial justice issues your film addresses. Do you know of organizations that are working on these issues? How might your film support those efforts? What goals do you hope to achieve through the film’s outreach campaign? (Please let us know if there are organizations you have already contacted or with whom you plan to work.)  (150 words or less) 

Fundraising. Please share your fundraising strategy, if any, for your outreach, listing foundations from which you are considering seeking funding and other expected sources of support. (100 words or less)

Goals. Please tell us what you hope to accomplish in the residency/workshop. Imagine that you have completed the residency. What would you hope to have taken away from the experience?  (50 words or less)

Background.   Please share your working definition of “outreach” or “audience engagement.”  What do these terms mean to you? (50 words or less)

Please share your previous experience in learning about “outreach” and/or your prior experience in implementing an outreach plan for a documentary. (50 words or less)

Please tell us where you’re from and how you describe or identify yourself. (50 words or less)

How did you learn about the Content + Intent Documentary Institute? (website, press release, email, conference, etc.)

Please submit (1) this completed application and (2) your work-in-progress (on a DVD).
