Summary

In this clip, we are introduced to the Luis family, especially their 14-year-old daughter Liliana. The
members of the Luis family are Latino migrant workers, who move between Texas and California to
field work. The mother and older children work in the fields, while the father works at the housing
complex where all of the workers live. LilianaOs older sisters all dropped out of school to work the fi
and help the family. However, Liliana is determined to finish school. In this piece, we follow Liliana
her first day iff §rade at a new high school in California.

¥ Ask the class for the meaning of thesvwetal (pronunciation esk-WAY-la). Students in the

class who have studied Spanish will likely know that the word means OschoolO. Once this trans
has been made, you might ask students, @kHésedabout school? How does it feel to come

back here after a long holiday or break?O Allow the students to briefly share their feelings, posit
and/or negative.

Some children and teenagers want to finish high school but canOt because of family circumstan
In North Carolina one of the sectors in which many Latinos work is agriculture. Migrant
farmworkers are people who move from place to place following the harvest and other work that
changes with the seasons. In North Carolina and in other parts of the United States many of the
migrant farmworkers are Latinos. Some of these workers are single men, but some workers hav
families. The constant movement of the family and low wages often make it difficult for the childi
of migrant farmworkers to finish their education. Sometimes these youth must quit school and
begin working in order to help provide for their families.

Introduce the clip to students with this or a similar statement, OThis cEpcfreianvitile film
introduce you to members of a migrant family who work in both Texas and California and whose
living and working situation puts pressure on their childrenOs ability to finish school.O

2. Show the clip. (Runtime 4:37)
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3. Direct a class discussion, and check for comprehension using the following

¥ Why did LilianaOs older sisters drop out of school?

¥ What are her feelings about her new high school?

4. Wrap Up
¥ Ask students to think about how LilianaOs experiences compare to their own first day of high sc

or middle school. Why might it be difficult to start over at a new school when her family moves tc
another camp? How might this constant moving affect the education of children of migrant
workers?
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Lesson 1/ Activity 2 - Exploring the Commonality of New Situations

OBJECTIVE

Students will recognize commonalities and differences between the experiences of young Latinos starting in
a new school and their own experiences with new situations and will be able to communicate these
commonalities by creating a Venn diagram.

Background Information for Teachers

As we learned in Unit 1 of this curriculum, approximately 45% of Latinos in North Carolina are

undocumented immigrants. The majority of these immigrants have come to North Carolina in search of
better life for their families, and some have brought their children with them. These children share with t
parents the stigma of being undocumented, but did not themselves make the choice to come to the U.S

Some of these young people have lived in North Carolina for many years and are enrolled in our public
schools, pursuing the dream of better opportunities that their parents imagined. However, if these childr
want to pursue higher education after graduating they face many obstacles. In North Carolina there are
inconsistencies in admissions procedures. There is not a statute that prevents undocumented students
being accepted into universities; rather it is often at the discretion of the person reviewing the applicatio
Those students who are accepted to college and universities face an additional hurdle. They must pay (
state tuition prices and are not eligible for the majority of financial aid programs. This is a controversial
subject over which citizens and political leaders are divided. Some argue that it is in the best interest of
communities and economy to allow high performing students to pursue higher education no matter theit
immigration status. These immigrant advocates argue that education leads to better jobs and greater
contribution to society. Opponents argue that allowing undocumented students to enter the university
rewards people for breaking the nationOs immigration laws and therefore should not be allowed.

There has been legislation put forth both in the N.C. General Assembly and in the United States Congre
that would allow undocumented students who have lived in the U.S. for certain periods of time to be elic
for in-state tuition and, in some cases, for the opportunity to become permanent residents and then citiz
Again this is controversial legislation and is just one debate in the larger national conversation around
immigration reform.

In the next two activities students will learn more about the debate around access to higher education, \
learn the details of proposed legislation around this issue, and will themselves be asked to state an opir
When discussing a controversial topic it is essential to create an atmosphere in which all students feel ¢
and un-attacked and in which students can respectfully express their opinions and explore new perspec
and understandings. ItOs possible that there may be undocumented students in your class who may
themselves be experiencing some of the dilemmas addressed in both this and other lessons. Never ask
student what his or her immigration status is, as this could have negative social and emotional impacts
the student.

Summary

to higher education for undocumented immigrants. The people interviewed include attorneys,
advocates, legislators, and undocumented students, eager to enroll in a college or university

Summarize the background information above and then give students more specific information abc
the clip. Tell them, OAs we saw in the clip fraBsciiegafdome young people, want to go to

school but canOt because of family circumstances. In this clip you will see how some young people
want to go to college or university, but cannot because of their status as undocumented immigrants

Tell students that they will need to listen to the arguments made by several people about whether o
undocumented students should be allowed to go to college and pay in-state tuition. Students shoulc
take notes on the arguments that the following people make in the film.

2. Watch the clip (Runtime 6:05)

¥ Kenneth Hatcher, Immigration Attormgyotes Article 9, Section 9 of the NC Constitution
explaining that the purpose of in-state tuition is to fulfill a service to the people of the state of No
Carolina.

¥ Marisol Jimenez-McGee, Director of El Pueblo Advocacy Inisitlévebout receiving phone

calls in April and May from students, graduating from high school, wanting to know how they cai
go to college. She expresses the challenge she faces in letting them know that their options are
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limited because students who do not have legal status in the United States are not allowed to
qualify for in-state tuition in North Carolina.

Rick Glazier, State Representative House Distrag<tsibes how, in many cases, NC

residents who are illegal immigrants have spent more time being North Carolinians than people
who have moved here and are Olegal North Carolinians.O He relays the scenario where a child
arrived here with her parents when she was five years old, went all the way through school, and
graduated top in her class but could not go to college because of the out-of-state tuition.

Glazier juxtaposes the high achieving undocumented student with the sibling who was born a fe
years later, after the family had already moved here. By birth the younger sibling qualifies for in-
state tuition and scholarship and loan assistance while the older sibling, who may have more
promise and drive, is designated as illegal, undocumented, and Oforever unable to enter the
university or community college.O

Luis (18 years ol@)kpresses the best thing that happened to him was getting into college,
something heOs wanted his entire life, or at least since high school. He then expresses the wor:
thing to happen to him - the news that he couldnOt go to college because he was undocumente

Felix (20 years olg)edges that, as long as he is here, he is going to try as hard as he can to
achieve what many people think is impossible. He states that many immigrants think going to
college is impossible, and they drop out of high school and go straight into the workforce.

Maribel (20 years oleljplains that she decided to stay in school because of how hard her

mother worked back in Mexico to give her a decent education. However, Maribel is unable to
continue with her education unless she wants to pay out-of-state-tuition, Owhich is a tremendou
amount of money that [her] family does not have.O

3. Recalling the clip

Ask students, ODo the people featured in this video believe that undocumented immigrant stude
should have access to college and university?0

Ask students to recall the arguments that the different interviewees used to express their suppol
for undocumented youth to be able to go to college.

Ask students to review their notes and share the arguments made by each of these individuals.
How do they support their claim that undocumented students should be able to attend college a
state tuition prices? List the arguments made by each on the board.

Review all of the arguments listed on the board. Then ask students if they think that all people ir
North Carolina agree with these arguments. Ask students to share some possible arguments
against allowing undocumented students to attend university and pay in-state tuition. Record the
arguments on the board as well.

¥ NOTE- Again be sure to remember that this may be a very emotionally charged topic for some
students, especially if there are students in the class who may themselves be undocumented
immigrants. Never ask a student to share his or her immigration status as this would be very
disrespectful and could have negative effects on the studesssential to remind
students to state any argument respectfully.

1. Introduce current legislation, addressing education issues for immigrant students

¥ Every year 50-60,000 immigrant students who have grown up in the United States, attended sct
in this country, and graduated from high school are blocked by their immigration status from
pursuing!their dreams of college education.

¥ Current North Carolina law does not allow undocumented students to pay in-state tuition rates,
making college too expensive for most of them to be able to attend. According to the law as it is
today, undocumented students must pay out-of-state tuition rates which are much higher. A few
year ago some representatives to the state legislature proposed a new law, House Bill 1183, the
would allow undocumented children to qualify for in-state tuition if they have spent at least 4 yee
in North Carolina schools, graduated high school, qualified for academic admittance to college,
received that college academic admittance on their own merit, and agreed to file a petition or
affidavit seeking United States citizenship as soon as the law and timeframe allowed them to do
so.

¥ Tell students that they will learn more about this proposed North Carolina law through another
video clip and by reading newspaper articles. They will continue to explore support for and
opposition to this law and other proposals that would let undocumented students have access tc
higher education.

2. Introduce the clip OLegislation About Immigrant Access to Higher Educatioa®ittarNo
Es Faci(Chapter 5 on DVD).

Summary

This clip includes additional interviews that explain a proposal for a new N.C. law that would allow certa
undocumented immigrants students the opportunity to pay in-state tuition to N.C. colleges and universit
Other interviewees discuss their opinions about this bill and also express their own experiences with
immigration and North CarolinaOs immigrant community.

3. Show the clip. (Runtime 8:54)

4. Direct a class discussion around these topics from the clip.

¥ Ask students to summarize the proposed law that was talked about in the clip. What would the I
allow?
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¥ Ask students to recall what Marisol Jimenez says about the response that her organization, El
Pueblo, Inc. received after they helped to present the proposal for the new law. Ask students to
describe the responses. Some of the phone calls and emails to El Pueblo reflected strong angel
toward the people who proposed the bill. Ask the students. OWhy do you think some people wo
be so opposed to undocumented students receiving in state-tuition that they would threaten tho:
who proposed the law?

5. Explore arguments for and against laws that allow undocumented students to attend colleges at
in-state tuition rates.

6. Distribute the hando&aying For Colleg&he Debate Over In-State Tuition For Undocumented

In this clip students again encounter Liliana Luis, a Latina high school student whose family is
composed of migrant workers, who move back and forth between Texas and California to do field w
In this clip Liliana, her sister, and her cousin are sitting in a car eating fast food while discussing mu
dancing, boys, food, language, race, and ethnicity. This scene clearly shows the bilingual/bicultural
issues Latino youth face.

Tell students, OListen carefully, and see if you can relate to any of their comments.O

2. Waitch the clip (Runtime 2:07)

3. Direct a classroom discussion using the following questions.

Please note that this clip may have brought up strong feelings for some students because it deals
with stereotypes and other issues of race and culture. Remind students that the following
discussion questions should be answered in a way that is respectful of all students and teachers in
the classroom.

What were some of the issues discussed by Liliana, her sister and cousin in the car?

What were some of LilianaOs opinions?

What were some of her cousinOs opinions?

Liliana made some strong generalizations about Mexican guys and white guys, and the other tw
girls argue that these are stereotypes and arenOt fair. Do you think it is fair of Liliana to stereoty
these two groups of guys? Why might she have done this?

Have you every stereotyped anyone or made similar generalizations about groups of people? H
anyone ever made assumptions about you based on a stereotype? How did this feel? How do

stereotypes cause problems in our society?

Many young immigrants face the difficulties of being OstuckO between two cultures. Discuss hc
Liliana and her cousin are facing these difficulties.

4. Create Graphic Organizers
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¥ Ask students to create a graphic organizer (T-chart, Venn diagram, concept map) to show the
similarities and differences in the experiences and attitudes of Liliana and her cousin.

¥ Students should be sure to address the girlsO opinions on music, language, relationships, and r
5. Wrap Up
¥ Students should share their graphic organizers. Hold a class discussion on the studentsO
observations about Liliana and her cousin. Ask students to give their own opinions on some of tl

same issues that Liliana and her cousin addressed. How do studentsO experiences and attitude
compare with those of the two girls featured in the film?

3. Come back as a class and share findings.

4. Wrap Up. Conclude the discussion and then ask students to read in NC Crossroads about a
student social justice program for farmworkers.
